The purpose of the study was to investigate the concistency of political agendas set by
newspapers 5opinion leaders and the public. The study also explored whether the newspapers set the
agendas for the opinion leaders . and the opinion leaders set the agendasfor the public according to the
two-step flow concept. Content analyses of 3 popular newspapers and survey of 113 subjects were the
methods employed. From the survey . the subjects were devided into 20 opinion leaders and 93 general
public.

The findings showed that :

1. Political agendas of the newspapers and of the public were significant!}" correlated at 0.05
level.

2. Political agendas of the newspapers and of the opinion leaders were not significa
correlated.

3. Political agendas of the opinion leaders and of the public were significantly correlated at 0.05
level.

4, The newspapers did not set political agendas for the opinion leaders which were subsecque!
relayed to the public according to the two-step flow' hypothesis.
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
