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The purposes this descriptive research were to study substance refusal behavior — elementary
school students and to investigate demographic factors, child rearing patterns and health perception of
substance abuse as predictors of substance refusal behavior of elementary school students, urban area,
Chonburi province. The subject were selected by multi-stage sampling. Data were collected by using 3
sets of questionnaires which have content validity, reliability the Cronbach’s alpha of 0.62 10.71, 0.75 1
respectively, and have discrimination power were respect at .05

Major findings were as follows :

L1 The mean score of substance refusal behavior of elementary school students was in
good behavior level. (X=77.201 .D.=6.00)

2. The mean score of health perception of substance abuse of elementary school students
was in high level. (X=46.99, SD.=6.93)

3. Therewere significant relationship at 0.05 level between sex, age and health perception
of substance abuse, C=0.173, C=0.140 and r=0.404 Lrespectively.

4. Factor that could be predicted the adjustment of substance refusal behavior of
elementary school students were health perception of substance abuse, health perception of substance
abuse and age which significantly difference at the level. These predictors accounted for 28.3 percent
(R2=.283) of the variance.

5. The predicted equation in standard score from can be stated as follows: SUBSTANCE
REFUBAL BEHAVICR CF BLEIVENTARY SCHOCL STUDENTS = 407 (HEALTH PERCEPTIONS OF SUBSTANCE ABUSE) -
