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The purposes of this research were to study the relationship between personal factors,
organizational factors, and professional nursing values with nursing practice regarding patient advocacy
of perioperative nurses, governmental hospitals, Bangkok Metropolis. The subjects consisted of 278
perioperative nurses which were selected by cluster sampling technique. Research instruments were
developed by the investigator to measure personal factors, organizational factors, professional nursing
values and the nursing practice regarding patient advocacy. The content of the latter tool was derived
from the transcription of the indepth interviews of 9 experts. It’s reliability by Cronbach Alpha
Coefficient was .80. Statistical techniques utilized in data analysis were mean, Pearson product
moment and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

Major findings were the followings

1. The nursing practice regarding patient advocacy of perioperative nurses was at the high
level.

2. Professional nursing values was positively and significantly related at the middle level
to the nursing practice regarding patient advocacy of perioperative nurses, at the .05 level.

3. There were no significant relationships between age, educational level, work experience,
ethical training, the perception of organizational ethical policy, the organizational support, and nursing
practice regarding patient advocacy.

4, The variables that could significantly predict the nursing practice regarding patient
advocacy of perioperative nurses were professional nursing values and the perception of the
organizational ethical policy. The total variance explained was 36.5 percent. (R2= .365)
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
