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The purpose of this thesis is to study about the features and
scope of money laundering processing as transcrime.  So that, international
cooperation in preventing and sippressing money laundering commitment derived
from drug - trafficking has been studied. The focus of this study has been
placed on legislation procedures indentified in Vienna Convention 1988
particularly, in the aspect of money laundering conducting. The research
goes through the details concerning international cooperation in hindering
money laundering activities as well as those relating an active role in
supporting money laundering processing of finance institutions. Moreover,
the research goes on legislation and also study law procedures according to
the preventing and suppressing Act.

Results getting from, it has found that to CO - operate the problem
of international money laundering effectively, it needs international
cooperation.- -In addition, it also need to understand the root of the
problem and have strict law to tackle"it.Meanwhile, the international
cooperation should be develope on the mutual understanding basis. Finally,
it ought to make efforts to reduce internal law restrictions across all
countries as much as possible.
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
