| The purpose of this study was to evaluate the effectiveness of the Kredtrakarn resource
development project. Focus was also on an analysis of respondents’ attitudes towards themselves and
prostitutionj after a completion of the project. Data collection was conducted through participation
observation , in-depth interview land self-administered questionaires of 87 former prostitutes from the
project.
j Findings demonstrated that most respondents were 20 - 25 years of age and originally
from the Nrorth. Their education was only at 5 or 6 Grade level. The majority have been prostitutes for
-3 years. Problems of poverty and a need for family financial support were claimed as main factors for
becoming prosititutes. Most of these women reflected their favorable attitudes towards group therapy.

] Itwas also found that there was no significant relationships between variables of SES,
media exposure, group participation and women’s attitudes towards themselves and prostitution.
Emphasis jon occupation training instead of rehabilitation quality failled to facilitate changes in
these worrjen’s attitudes and beliefs towards their occupation. Around 80-90 % of them reported
that they V\?ished continue prostitution activities and were uninterested in training for new careers.
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
