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The research included 875 medical students. The purposes wee to investigate their perceptions towards ethical
knowledge, attitudes, and cognitive skills, and to examine their relationships with other related factors. The questionnaire, which

was verified for its contents of validity and reliability, was approved and employed as the qualified instrument for this research.

The research results were summarized as follows: Those medical students were ranged in B level (80-89 %) which was
defined that they had good ethical knowledge. Moreover, it was found that the medical students also had good ethical attitudes and
cognitive skills. The results were illustrated by the means of 3.13 and 3.13 respectively. The medical students in different gender
had statistically significant differences of the means responses to ethical cognitive skills towards the society and their professions at
0.01. The female students' mean responses were also higher than the male students' ones. The student in different age had
statistically significant differences of the mean responses to social attitudes at 0.05. Moreover, the seventeen-age students had the
highest mean. The students in different class year had statistically significant differences of the mean responses to ethical
knowledge towards their professions at 0.01 and to ethical attitudes towards the society and their professions at 0.01, ethical
cognitive skill at 0.05. The forth-year students had the highest mean responses to the professional knowledge. The first-year
students belonged the highest mean responses to the ethical attitudes. The fifth-year students had the highest mean responses to their
professional attitudes and the third-year students had the highest mean responses to their ethical cognitive skills. There were
statistically significant differences among the mean responses of the students in different birthplace to the ethical cognitive skills
towards the society and their professions at 0.05. However,, the local students had higher mean responses. The students in different
academic status in high school level had statistically significant differences of the mean responses to ethical knowledge, social
attitudes, and ethical cognitive skills at 0.05. For this concern, the students with regular curriculum had higher mean responses. The
students in different grade point average had statistically significant differences of the mean responses to ethical attitudes at 0.01.
The students with the grade point average between 3.50 to 4.00 had the highest mean responses. The related factors, which had
statistically significant relationships with ethical knowledge, attitudes, and cognitive skills, were gender, age, and academic status in

high school level at 0.05 and were grade average point and academic class level at 0.01.
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
