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ABSTRACT

Purposes of the study

This research was to study the historical development of the
general education of nursing science curriculum from 1956 to the
present. The study was also intends to- compare present status and
problems of the management of general education in nursing science
curriculum at seven nursing institutions in Bangkok.

Procedures of the study

This study employed a historical and a descriptive research
methadology. The process of content analysis of collected documents
was done by using external and internal criteria. The descriptive
part was study by using questionnaires sent to 104 lecturers
selected by simple random sampling and 341 nursing students selected
by stratisfied random sampling, the data was analyzed by using



percentage, means, standard diviation, t-Test and one-way analysis

of variance.

Research conclusion

From 1956 to present, nursing science general education
curriculum had developed content and administration while teaching
and purposes of general education had not heen changed. The
following were

1. The pattern of Curriculum Change. The general education
had developed from separate to pararell pattern in courses distribution.

2. Purposes. The purposes of general education in nursing
science curriculum had been unchanged since 1956 to the present.
However, the purposes, according to lecturers' and Students' opinions,
were to develop the students' goodness and broad understanding of the

society and its problems.

3. Content. The content of general education had developed
from 3 to 4 disciplines-sciences and mathematics, social science,
humanities and languages. Most of the courses in four disciplines
were introductory in nature. They emphasized knowledge and
understanding. It emphasized skills in languages courses. All of
the courses were required courses. According to lecturers® opinions,
the result was an agreement that the content trend to integreated

courses.

4. Administration. The administration of the general
education in nursing science curriculums had developed from



administration by a person to administration by a committee.
According to the lecturers' opinions, its trend would be administration
by Faculté.

B, Teaching and Learning. The teaching method had not
been changed but the evaluation had developed from percentage to
letter-grade system. According to nursing instructors' and students'
opinions teaching and learning problem were time constraint as
providing limited time in teaching contents of general education.
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
