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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to analyse une faculty
members’' qualification which is one of the important factors

effecting graduates production efficiency of private higher

education institutions in Bangkok Metropolis. The population
are the ?36 instructors of Krunpthep University, Dhurakijpandit
University, The University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce,

Krirk College and Assumption Business Administration College
during the academic years 1973 to 9771 and The 1’\,138 four-
year program graduates of those five institutions during the
academic years 1973 to 1977* The faculty members' qualifications
are anaysed by their years of education and compared with the
norm and official criteria of the University Bureau. While the

graduates production efficiency is traced from student cohort.



Findings

1. An analysis of faculty members' qualification

1.1 Majority of the instructors (over 50 percent)
in private higher education institutions during the academic
years 1973 to 1984 were the bachelor degree holders, about 27
to "5 percent were the master degree holders, and 1 to ~ percent

are the doctorate degree holders»

1.2 During the academic years 977 to 1981 and
1984, the means of qualification marks of Assumption Business
Administration College were significantly more than those of
all institutions (norm). Those of Krungthep University were
significantly more than the norm in the 1979 academic year, but
more than the norm in the academic years 1981, 1983 and 198".
Those of The University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce were
significantly less than the norm during the academic years 1$7-+ to
1979, but more than the norm in the academic year 198", Those
of Dhurakijpandit University were significantly more than the
norm in the academic year 1981« And those of Krirk College

were significantly more than the norm in the academic year 198".

1.3 In the academic year 198k, the proportions
of the instructors who hold doctorate, master, and bachelor
degrees were significantly different from that of the official
criteria of the University Bureau at .01 level. The proportions
of the bachelor degree holders of all institutions were higher
than the official criteria, but the proportions of the master
degree holders and the doctorate degree holders were less than

the official criteria.



1.9- The number ©f the bachelor degree holders and
the master degree holders have been incresed rapidly, between
A to 13 and b to 9 instructors per year. Cn the other hand,
the number of the doctorate degree holders has h Udly been

increased, only 1 instructor between 2 to 5 years period.

1«5 During the academic years 973 to 19871 the
instructor-student ratios of all institutions were lower than
in official criteria (1 : 30) except the ratios of Krungthep
University in the academic years 197s, 1979* and 197b, the
ratios of Dhurakijpandit University in the academic years
1973, 1977, 1979 and 1981, the ratios of The University of the
Thai Chamber of Commerce in the academic year 1979» the ratios
of Krirk College in the academic years 1973 and 198", and the
ratios of Assumption Business Administration Collge in the

academic years 1973, 1977, 1979j and 198"°

1.6 Majority of the instuctors have less than b
years experience. The percentages of the instructors of
Krungthep University, Dhurakijpandit University, The University
of the Thai Chamber of Commerce, Krirk College, and Assumption

Business Administration College who have less than b Years

experience were 70, 62, 36, 63, and 73 respectively. And the

percentages of the instructors of those institutions who have

more than 10 years experience were 7, 8, 2b, 9, and 2 respectively.

1.7 In the academic year 1981., there were b to 18
percentages of the instructors sent to participate in the short
course training and seminaro The percentage of the instructors

of Krungthep University es the highest, "™lie thct of

Dhurakijpandit University was the lowest. Ilor tne yo2 academic



year, there were 13 to 22 percentages of the instructors, sent
to participate in the short course training and seminar, the
percentages of the instructors of Krungthep University as

the highest and that of the University of the Thai Chamber of
Commerce was the lowest. For the 1983 academic year, there
were 16 to 52 percentages of the instructors sent to participate
in the short course training and seminar. The percentage of
the instructors of Dhurakijpandit University was the highest and
that of Krirk College was the lowest. In the academic year
19pJf, there were 13 to 5? percentages of the instructors sent
to participate in the short course training and seminar. The
oercentage of the instructors of Dhurakijpandit University was
the highest and that of Assumption Business Administration College

was the lowest.

1.8 In the academic year 198C, 1 to 5 percentages
the instructors sent to further their studies. The worcontage
instructors of Krungthep University was the highest while that of
The University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce the lowest.

In the academic year 1981, all Krungthep University, Dhurakijpandit
University, end The University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce all
sent their instructors to further their studies at the rate of 3
percent. For the academic year 1982, there were 4 to 7 percent-
ages of the instructors sent to further their studies. The
percentage of the instructors of Krungthep University was the
highest, none was sent from Dhurakijpandit University. There were

1 to 3 percentages of the instructors sent further their studies

in the academic year 1983. The percentage of the instructors

of Krungthep University was the highest and that of Dhurakijpandit
University was the lowest. In the academic year 1984, there were
1 to 4 percentages of the instructors sent to further their
studies. The percentage of the instructors of Krungthep University
was the highest and that of Assumption Business Administration

College was the lowest.

1.9 Curing the academic year of 1982 to l9sA, only
percentage of the instructors of Krungthep University had
been sent for study tour abroad, while 7 to 10 percentages of the
instructors of Dhurakijpandit University had been sent during
1983 to 1984, but none from The University of the Thai Chamber

of Commerce.
?. Graduates production efficiency

2.1 The graduates production efficiencies of Krungthep
University, Dhurakijpandit University, the University of the
Thai Chamber of Commerce, Krirk College, and Assumption Business
Administration College were 79.9, 71 «9] 75«2, and 86.6

percent respectively.

2.2 The graduates production efficiency of The
Faculty of Business Administration were between 56 to 87 percent.
Among the 5 private higher education institutions, the graduates
production efficiency of the Assumption Business Administration
College was the highest while that of Krirk College was the

lowest



2.3 Regarding to the field of accounting, the
graduates production efficiency was between 71 to 86 percent.
Among the 3 institutions, Krungthep University, Dhurakijpandit
University, and The University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce,
the graduates production efficiency of Dhurakijpandit University
was the highest while that of The University of the Thai Chamber

of Commerce was the lowest.

2.0 For the field of economics, the graduates
production efficiency was between D to 76 percent. Among the
3 institutions, Dhurakijpandit University, The University of
the Thai Chamber of Commerce, and Krirlc College, the graduates
production efficiency of Dhurakijpandit University was the highest

while that of Krirk College was the lowest.

The findings have indicated some relationship of the
faculty members' qualification to the graduates production
efficiency among the 5 private higher education institutions

especially on years of educations and experience.
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
