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The purposes of this research were to develop a Kalyanamitta system for enhancing self-esteem of
nursing students, and to compare the results from utilization of Kalyanamitta system in being kalyanamitta ,
kalyanamitta behavioral intention, self-esteem, and academic achievement of the nursing students from the
experiment in using the kalyanamitta system. The program for developing the kalyanamitta for nursing
students and Kalyanamitta system were designed and was used with 72 junior and freshman nursing students
from Nuisnig Science Faculty , Rangsit University as a sample group. The subjects were divided into 2
groups with 36 juniors and 36 freshmen ineach group. Both groups were then divided into the experimental
group and the control group with 18 students in each. The junior experimental group had been trained in
this program using the Kalyanamitta system for the freshman experimental group for 8 weeks. Both freshman
and junior control group were left natural without training and did not use the Kalyanamitta system.

The research results were as follows

. The developed Kalyanamitta system has its process such as (1) goal setting, (2) planning for
kalyanamitta preparation with the program for developing the Kalyanamitta for nursing students, and
(3) activities setting in process of Kalayanamitta modeling, counseling with the being kalyanamitta, and
good social relationships. This program results were: the junior experimental group’s posttesl scores on
comprehension were significantly higher than pretest scores (p<0.05). The opinion on the kalyanamitta was
the highest and having the most confidence in being the kalyanamitta.

2. Summary of Kalyanamitta system using for the nursing students were as follows:

2.1 The junior experimental group obtained significantly higher scores on the being of
kalyanamitta , kalyanamitta behavioral intention, listening skill and self-esteem than the junior control group
(p<0.05).

2.2 The freshman experimental group obtained significantly higher scores on self-esteem than
the freshman control group (p<0.05) but the academic achievement scores were not significantly different.

2.3 Qualitative study results were that the Kalyananitta system developed love, sympathy,
friendship and optimistic personality of the junior experimental group. The freshman experimental group
who received Kalyanamitta system from the junior experimental group found that they received love, good
relationships, counseling and ultimately helping in both the learning process and adaptation.

The research results suggest that the Kalyanamitta system can develop good human relationships
for everyone. This system is recommended for university students, the development of an academic advisory
system, staff development system and other services to produce a Kalyanamitta community. :
