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This research was aimed to study social factors affecting recidivism of juvenile
delinquency and to investigate the general offending behavior and recidivism. The
study also covers guides for prevention and rehabilitation of recidivism of juvenile
delinquency in the Central Observation and Protection Center in Bangkok metropolis
which were affected by social factors. As a survey research, data were collected from
169 juveniles of 3 Central Observation and Protection Centers : Ban Karuna, Ban
Ubekkha and Ban Pranee and used in-depth interview technique with 10 juveniles for
the anthropological fieldwork. Data analysis were conducted with percentage, means
and Chi-square test with significant difference at 0.05 level. The anthropological
fieldwork method was analyzed by using content analysis.

The results of the study were that the Juvenile delinquency conducting
recidivism were at the average age of 17.1 years, graduated from pratom 6 and most of
them were committed drug and narcotic. Factors of environments after left out of the
centers, associated with their peer groups, financial status and types of delinquency
were significantly related to recidivism. But however factors of family relationship,
residential location and training in Central Observation and Protection Centers had no

relation to recidivism.
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
