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The purpose of this research was to study the state, needs, and
problems concerning instructional media in elemgntary schools under the
{UI’ISdIC'[IOﬂ of the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. The population and
he samples of the study were 246 instructional media producers in schools,
and 170 media users in ‘elementary schools under the jurisdiction of the
Bangkok Metropolitan Administration.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The instructional media which most media producers considered as
a common used in schools were radio set and flat cards. The instructional
media which were most sufficient were overhead projectors and flat cards.
Most instructional media were provided by the Department of Education,
Bangkok Metropolitan Administration, but were inefficient.

2. Both groups of the media producers mostly produced flat cards and
flat picture. Most of the committee members produced instructional media
accotdl_n? to the educational development plan of the Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration while most of the producers in schools produced according to
subject matters. Both groups followed the media production system and
encountered the problem concerning production time more than Other aspects.

3. Most media users in schools used flat cards and followed the media
utilization system. The problem most found concerning the media attribute.

4. Both groups of the media producers provided very few media services
meanwhile there were quite a ot of demands from media users in schools.

5. There were no statistically significant different at the .05 level
of significance among most opinions of the media users in large, medium, and
small” schools concerfiing the state, needs, and problems of instructional

media.
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
