It is said that one can attain the enlightenment in his lifetime if he has
completely sufficient factors. Furthermore, the concept of the empty mind is the
reflection of the attenpt to interpret and apply the essence of Buddhadhama into the
useful purposes in one  way of life e_venthouﬁh an ordlinary man.  But Buddhadiasa
presentation and his advices for working while practicing a the same time
ae not accepted by the principal Treravada hecause of the different beliefs.
Accoraing to the principal Theravada, each ore is unequal I potentiality of
enlightenment because of -unequality In plentiful goodness in the pest worlcs.
Moreover, one cannot practice Dhamme and do any work at the same tine,

S0 the empty mind is impossible for one who hes not been enlightened.
However, in my point of view, though practicing along with the concept of the empty
mind can release only some suffering in sometime, 1t is @ great deal of usefulness.
Especially, when Buddhasa acvised common ways to practice in common lives, it is
the great responsiveness toward the Lord Buadha  intention to give usefullness from
