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The result of the study indicates reabilitation of prisoner can be made by vocational training and forced
labor. However, a study on laws that empower government officers to apply the said method to see whether they are in
conflict with the Constitution or not especially in the matters of forced labor and human rights.

The study finds that the Correction Act of B.E. 2479 requires the sentenced prisoners must work
according to the order given by warders. One can say that the said law authorize the government officer to apply
vocational training and forced labor to habilitate inmates. And eventhough Article 51 of the Constitution of BE. 2540
of the Thai Kingdom has forbid forced labor unless there is a specific legislation which allows forced labor but stch a
legislation must be meant for emergency in the prevention of aversion of public disaster or during war or belligerency or
an emergency has been announced on an martial incident has been announced. The occupational training and forced
labor do not fall seperately on the definition of forced labor under the constitution. It is meant for rehabilitation of
prisoners one can says that the Correction Act BE. 2479 is not conflicting with the Constitution on the said matter.
However, in order to eliminate possible arqument the Constitutions of certain countries such as that of Japan provides
for a protection from forced vocational training or involuntary forced labor unless it is a matter of penalization,
Similarly, the Constitution of United States of America provide for protection of rights of a person from enslaving
treatment or forced labor unless it is a matter of penalization. Therefor the Constitution of B.E. 2540 should by amend
to add in Article 51 by adding certain provisions such as But the forced labor applied on sentenced prisoners shall not
be regarcled as forced labor under this paragraph .

The principle of Human Rights laws related to forced labor of prisoners are the ILO Convention (No. 29)
Concerning Forced Labor which aims at the supression of involuntary forced labor except where competent court
sentenced and under the observation and supervision of government officials, so the provisions of Correction Act
concerning the vocational training are considered to be not inconsisten with international human rights standards.
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
