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The purposes of the research were

. To studythe relationships between teachers’ teaching quality, classroom
climate as perceived by students and achievement motivation towards mathematics of
students at the lower secondary education level.

2. To studythe relationships between teachers’ teaching quality, classroom
climate as perceived by students and achievement motivation towards mathematics of
students at the upper secondary education level.

3. To studythe relationships between teachers’ teaching quality, classroom
climate as perceived by students and achievement motivation towards mathematics of
students at the secondary education level.

The samples were 594 mathayom suksa two students and 584 mathayom suksa
five students of science-mathematics program in the academic year of 1995 from the
secondary education level under the jurisdiction of the Department of General Education in
Bangkok Metropolis. The research instruments were teachers’ teaching quality
questionnaires, classroom climate questionnaires and achievement motivation towards
mathematics test. The research instruments were constructed by researcher. Data were
analyzed by Pearson’s product moment correlation and multiple correlation analysis.

The research findings were as follows

1. There was significant correlation between teachers’ teaching quality, classroom
climate as perceived by students and achievement motivation towards mathematics of
students at the lower secondary education level at .01 level which multiple correlation
coefficient was .42287

2. There was significant correlation between teachers’ teaching quality, classroom
climate as perceived by students and achievement motivation towards mathematics of
students at the upper secondary education level at .01 level which mulitiple correlation
coefficient was .44208

3. There was significant correlation between teachers’ teaching quality, classroom
climate as perceived by students and achievement motivation towards mathematics of
students at the secondary education level at .01 level which multiple correlation coefficient
was .431 95
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
