Thepmposcol‘thisresemh\?asm study media exposure of people in Bangkok on underpriveleged children problem and to
study the relationship of media exposure with awarenesq, perceived credibility and decision on supporting to non-govemnmental organizations for
children development in Bangkok. Questionnaires were used 10 collect data from & total of 423 samples. Frequency, percentage, mean, t-test, one-
way ANOVA and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient were the statistics applied to analyze the data. SPSS for windows program
was used for date processing. '

The result of the study are as follows :

1 Most people arc exposed to the problem of underprevileged children on mass media, specialized media at the moderate level
and on interpersonal commumication channel at the low level, Their credibility are also at the moderate level, but their decision on supporting to
non-govermnental organizations for children development are at high level.

2 Exposure on underprevileged children problem on mass media, specialized media and interpersonal communication chanoel
of people m Bangkok are significantly different among those with different educational levels and occupations. ‘

3.Media exposure are not correlated with their awareness regarding underprevileged children problem and the importance of
non-govermnmenta! organizations for children development.

4.Exposure on mass media, specialized media and interpersonal communication channel are not correlated with their credibility
regarding content of the problem of underpreviteged children and the importance of non-governmontal organizations for children development.

$5.Media exposure are positively comrelated with their decision on supporting to non-govemu.leptal organizations for children
development in Bangkoi.

6.Media awareness are negatively correlated with their decision on supporting to non-govemmiental organizations for children
development in Bangkok.

7Madia credibility are not correlated with their decision on supporting 10 non-govermmental orgapizations for chiidren
development in Bangkok.

8 Media awareness are Positively correlated with their credibility regarding content of the problem of underpreviledged children
and the importance of non-governmental organizations for children development m Bangkok.
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
