ten-year-experienced teachers®and the more than ten year-experienced

teachers.

Procedures

The reseacher had constructed an Observation Record Instrument

which was composed of 119 items, devided in to 3 groups according £o



the reasarch objectives,

The subjects were Prafhom Suksa 2 teachers in tﬁe curriculum
implementation leading schools under the Surin Primary Education
Office. The simple random sampling technigue was used, and 15 of less
than- ten year-experienced teachers and 15 of ,moré.than F
ten-year experienced teachers were obﬁained. The total number of

subjects was 30.

In collecting data the 'rcsearcher used the Observation
Record Instrument by recording the teacher' instructional behaviors

3 times. The frequency of each teaching behaviors was not counted,

The behavior observation validiti was 0.814, 0.845 and 0.865

consecutively.

The collected data were analyzed by percentage and were
comparad the differences of teachers' teaching behaviors between

Results

From_.analyzing the.data,.the.research results dindicated that:
1. On the aspect of iInstructional methods and techniques,

1.1 Béhaviors in using teaching methods which the teachers
used most were Telling, Explaininrg or Lecturing Method, Discussion
Method, Self-Learning Method, and Actual Practice Learning Method.
The teaching method which the tecachers never practiced was simulation

Method.



1.2 Behaviors in using teaching techniques which the
teachers used most were : telling, explaining; or describing the
details first and then generalizing; the use of simple language in
telling stories or experiences which is appropriate to the students®
age; the use of words and questiens to stimulate students in asking
guestions or éxpressing opinions; thesteachers commented, redommended
and controlled rble-playiﬁg or plays; the teachers made the students
do exercises or answering.-questions in the lessons; the teachers
demonstrated, experimengedy or ‘acted as a model by themselves; the
teachers explained stgps in.practices to students before actual-
practices and the teacheérs previded opportunity for students to

practice by themselves.

Z?. Teaching behaviors in organizing teaching and learning
process and activities were as follow ;

2.1 Behaviors in organizing téaching and learning process
which the teachers practiced Aost were : the introdﬁctory activities,
the lesson content teaching, application activities, the teachers
made the studentsidolaccording to) thelir ordersjand the tegéhers acted
as judges, telling answers and solving problems,

2.2 'Behdviors ‘in‘organizing teaching and|learning activities
which the teachers practice most were : the teachers acted as leaders
in dialoging; the teachers made the students analyze.and'spell,words;
the teachers maAe the sﬁudents practice reading new words, the teéchers

asked the students read scntences or phrases in textbooks; the teachers

made the students write dictation, and the teachers made the students



performing according to the order.

3. Behaviors in using teaching.and learning media which the .
teachers practiced most were tﬁe teachers used sentence cards, teaching
charts; the teacher used blackboards in presenting lesson contents;
the teachers used books or teaching exercises; the teachers used
media for making the students learn content details; the teachers
prepared media for immediate use and theé teachers used appropriéte
size media, clearly and correetlye.

4. The results of the comparison between the behaviors of the
lesé than ten-year experpiencedsand the ten year and more than ten-year
experienced teachers indicatced /that ithcre were two~different teaching
behaviors, they are : |

4.1 Teachers beéhaviors, in assid%ing students to study from
the library, book corners, or documents @n the classroom was signifi-
cantly different at the .01 level - - that is the teachers who had
ten yeér and more than. ten ye;rs teaching experliences assigned the
student to study from the library more than the teachers who had
teaching experienced less than ten years.

| 4.2 Téachers' behavior ' 'whiichmade thel students iisten to
the stories or experiences was significahtly'différent at the .05
level -~ —~ that/is the teachers who had ten#yéar ind more than ten

year experiences made . students listen to stories or experiences

more than the teachers who had less ten-year teaching experiences.
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
