%he teachers' and students' .opinions concerning the quality of
social studies textbooks for-Mathayem Suksa Three, printed by the
Educational Technique Depariment, Ministry of Bducation, during '
the academic year 1980. Five aspects concerning the quality of the
boold were examined; “the format, the learning and‘teaching aids,
the relevance of conteént to the cmrriculum, the knowledge
component, and ;the; inteld.ectunl component. The findings &6f this

study would be waluable guidelines for the improvement of the

Porcedures =

The procedures of this study consisted of two parts :
(1) .An analysis of the quality of two social studies Textbooks
for Mathayom Suksa Three, printed by the Ministry of Education,

during the academiec year, 1980, Criteria for analysis were



developed from the recommendations of outstanding educators
selected from related literatures. The resulis were then reported
in descriptive form. (2) v A study and comparison of the teachers
and students opinions. Questionnaires: concerning .the opinions of
teachers and étudents on the use and quality of the textbooks
developed by the researcher were sent 6 60 teachers and 400
students in 20 govérnment and private secondary schools in Bangkok
Metropolis. Ninety-one point_sixty—seven ﬁercent(;of the teaphers'
" and one hundred percent Jof the students' gquestionnaires wege
returned. Thg obtained data were then analyzed in percentage,
érithmetic mean,'standard deviation and t-test and presented in

tables with explanations.
Conclusions @

Concerning the use of the textbooks it appeared that about
fifty point ninety-ecsie percent of teachers used them as means of
teaching in every peziod. Most of them also studied from extra
supplementary readings,dn the . topics ‘as mentioned in the textbooks,
The method of teaching which' about gighty=seven' point twenty-seven
peréent of+teachexrs, used, were, explaining-and, asking questions about
the contents in the textbooks, The problems of using the textbooks
faced by teachers wére the scope of contents required in the ‘
textbooks were too broad and the time allotment was not appropriate.
The Textbooks alsoc lacked of summaries, suggested activities,

student exercises, indexes, glossary list and list of references.



About sixty-five point fifity percent of students were
averagely satisfied with the textbooks, Their mosi interweating
topics were Contemporary Issueé. They always needed the teachers’
help in reading and also wanted the teachers use the textbooks
combined with other supplementary books. The students pointed out
that some -parts of the contents were vaguely explained and some
parts too brief to understand. Howevery they recommended that the
textbooks should have summaries, clear printings aﬁd colougfﬁl

illustrations.

The mean of both téachers® and students'! opinions
concerning the quality of the textbooks indicated by the quality
of the textbooks' forﬁat, the learning and teaching aids, the
relevance of the confent to the curriculum, and the knowledge

component were at the average level. Concerning the intellectual
component, the teachers thought that it was at.the average level,

but the students thought that it was at high level.

To compare the opinions of teachers and students concerning
the quality of #Hes textbooks, indicated, by~ the guality of the
textbooks! formah, the relevance of the content to the curriculum,
the knowledge¢omponentcand the dntedlectualycomponent, were
significantly different at the level of .05. It was not
significantily different at the level of .05 on the part of the

learning and teaching aids.

As being analyzed by the researcher herself, it was
apparent that the two textbooks were gualified at the average

level.
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
