The purposes of this research were to study about the
programs of Social Studies extra-curricular activities in
Secondary Schools and to find out what relationship exists
between Social Studies extra-curricular activifies and the
academic achievement of Lower Secondary School students in
learning Social Studies. This research has attempted to
improve the programs of Social Studies extra-curricular
activities in order tO'figuthg,circumlstances and to increase
the studénts! knowledge. Effective methods of teaching which

will serve the educational objectives are suggestede



PROCEDURES:

Questionnaires were sent to 30 Social Studies teachers
and 350 students in 8 government and private schools in Bangkok,
Collected data of teachers were analysed in percentage. The
correlation coefficient between Social Studies extra-curricular

scores and Social Studies examination scores was found.

CONCLUSIONS:

Social Studies extra-curricular activities which teachers
preferred to organize were: ordering the students to follow theA
current news from newspapers, radios, and televisions, arrang:.ing
bulletin boards, holding Social Studies exhibitions, inviting
resource persons, and arranging field trips.

The correlation between Social Studies extra-curricular
activities and the academic achievement in learning Social Studiss
was found to be significant at the .05 level of confidence. The
high positive correlation thus obtained showed a significant
relationship existed between Social Studies extra-curricular

activities and the academic achievement in this subjectes

SUGGESTIONS:

1. School: administwtaersought to cooperate and to support
the programs of Social Studies extra-curricular activities by
providing audio-visual matterials, improving school libraries,

adding extra-curricular hours to the schedules, facilitating the



invitation of resource persons, setting up Social Studies, Thai
culture, and Young Buddhist clubs in schools, and exchanging
teaching aids with teachers in nearby schoolse

2. Teachers ought to provide extra=curricular aétivities
and let the students take part in activitieé, such as reporting,
discussion,‘debating, exhibitions, and field trips.

3, Students ought to cooperate with teachers in every
activity, such as : joining the field trips, listening to
current events on radios, televisions,band reading newspapers,
participating in Buddhist ceremonies,

L, Parents ought to cooperate with.schools by allowing
their children to participate in all school activitiess The
parents who are specialists in desired areas should offer
themselves as resource persons or as guides for field trips.

. 5, Teachers ought to record the results of student
activities in order to show the usefulness of the extra«curricular

activities to the school administvators.
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
