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The purposes of this research were : 1) To study the causes of
underachievement in social studies learning caused by the schools, the students
and the students' families as perceived by the lower secondary school students,
2) To compare the causes of underachievement in social studies learning as
perceived by Mathayomsuksa I, Mathayomsuksa II and Mathayomsuksa III students.

The results of the study were as follows : 1) Three groups of the
sample, each comsisting of 160 stude rom Mathayomsuksa I, Mathayomsuksa II
and Mathayomsuksa III, from 16 secondanff ools in Bangkok MetrOpolls
perceived that the causes of underachlev meat in social studies learning as
caused by the schools, the studentsipnd the students' families were minor
causes. 2) The comprison of the causes of underachievement in social studies
learning as perceived by‘fhe three Jampled groups appeared to be not different
at the 0.05 level of 35331 nce on the following items : the classroom
environment, the student pgrsonalgties, the students' learning abilities and
the students' family Ehf%fr}:fenV1ro ent, which rejected the hypothesis of
this research. However, the' comparison of the causes of underachievement in
social studies learning as/pergeived by Mathayomsuksa I and Mathayomsuksa III
students appeared to icantly different at the 0.05 level on the
following items : the teachers' teacﬂtng behaviors, the students' learning
styles, the students' es téwardk spcial studies, the school's
environment and the clasgmates' influence upon the students' learning, and
the comparison of underachi vemeﬁt in social studies learning as perceived
by Mathayomsuksa II and Me ha omsuksa'}%{ students appeared to be significantly
different at the 0.05 level on the follow 1'g items : the teachers' teaching
behaviors, the students' 1earning styray, the students' attitudes towards
social studies, the social studies teachers’ personalities and the students'
family economy, thugjretalned the hypothesis of this research.
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
