Section 9:6-1. Cruelty to a child shall consist in any of
the following acts:

(a) inflicting unnecessarily severe corporal punishment
upon a child

(b) infilcting upon a child unnecesary suffering or pain
either mental or physical

(¢) habittually tormention vexing or afflicting a child

(d) any willful act of omission or commission whereby
unnecessary pain and suffering, whe‘ther or physical is
caused or permitted to be inflicted on a child

(e) or exposing a child to uﬁnecessary hardship, fatigue or
mental or physical strains that may tend to injure the

health or physical or moral well-being of such child.

Section 9:6-8.25 Transfer to and from the domestic
relation court ... b. Any criminal complaint charging facts
amounting to abuse or neglect under this act may be transferred by
the county prosecutor or the criminal court in which the complaint
was made, to the juvenile and domestic relation court, in the county
in which the former court is located. If any police officer, county
prosecutor or criminal court receives a complaint which amounts to
child abuse or neglect, the police office, county prosecutor or
criminal court shall report to the division pursuant to P.L. 1971, C

437, setion 3 (c. 9:6-8.10) If any police officer, county prosecutor
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or. the criminal court refers a matter with regard to the parent or
guardian, or child, and there appears to be no basis for action in
the juvenile and domestic relations court, the proceeding may be
terminated, If the juvenile and domestic relatious court determines
a complaint should be filed, proceedings under this act shall be

commenced immediately.

Crime Act 1900 New South Wale

section 547. Apprehended violence or injury

(1) In every case of apprehended violence by any person to
the person of another, or of his wife or child, or of apprehended
injury to his property, any Justice may or the complaint of the
person apprehending such violence or injury, issue a summous or
warrant as in any case of apprehended violence to the person, where
at présent security is required to keep the peace and any justice may
examine the complainant, and defendant and their witnesses, as to the
truth of the matter alleged, and, if it appears that the apperhension
alleged is reasonable, but not otherwise, the Justice may require the
defendant to enter into a recognizance to keep the peace, without
sureties, for a term not exceeding six months, and in default of its
being entered into forthwith, the defendant may be imprisoned for
three months, unless such recognizance is sooner entered into

(2) If in any such case the defendant has spoken any
offensive or defamatory words to or of the comp ainant, on an occasion
when a breach of the peace might have been induced there by, he may
be required by the justice to enter into a recognizance, with or

without sureties, to Dbe of good behavious for a term not exceeding
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twelve months, and in default of its being entered into forthwith,
the defendant may be imprisoned for six months, unless such
recognizance is sooner entered into

(3) The Justice, in every such case, may award costs to either
complainant or defendant, to be recovered as costs in summary

jurisdiction cases are recoverable.

Children (Care and Protection) Act 1987

Section 22. Notification of child abuse
22 (1) Any person who forms the belief upon reasonble grounds
that a child

(a) has been, of is in danger of being, abused;or

(b) is a child in need of care, may cause the Director-
General to be notified of that belief -and the
grounds therefor, either orally or in writhing

(2) A person who,. in the course of -

(a) practising as a medical practitioner;

(b) following another profession, calling or vocation
prescribed by the regulations for the purposes
of this subsection (other than the profession of
a barrister or solietor);or

(c) exercising the functions of an office so prescribed,

has reasonable grounds to suspect that a child has been abused
(whether the abuse eonsisted of sexual assault or any other form of
abuse) is required to comply with subsection (4) in respect of those
grounds unless the person is a minister of religion or a person who

is declared by the regulations to be exempt from the provisions of
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this subsection
(3) A person who, in the course of —
(a) following a profession, calling or vocation
prescribed by the regulations for the purposes of
this subsection (other than the profession of a
barrister or solicitor); or
(b) exercising the functions of an office so presscribed,
has reasonable grounds to suspect that a child has been sexually
assaulted is required to comply with subsection (4) in respect of
those grounds unless the person is a minister of religion or a person
who is declared by the regulations to be exempt from the provisions
of this subsection.

23 (1) If the Director — General or a member of the police
force believes on reasonable grounds (which may consist wholly or
partly of information received by that person) that a child who is
under the age of 16 years has been abused, the Director — General or
the member of the police force, as the case may be, may serve a
notice, in such from as may be prescribed by the regulations-

(a) naming or describing the child ; and

(b) requiring the child to be forthwith presented to a

Civil Law and the Protction of Personal Rights in the USSR.

Article 60 " parents deprived of parental rights shall lose
all rights based on the fact of the relationship with the child or
children with respect to whom they were deprived of their parental
rights including the right to recieve maintenance from their children.

Deprivation of parental rights shall not release parents from their
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duty to maintain their children..."

Article 62 "At the request of parents who have been deprived
of their parental rights, trusteeship and guardianship agencies may
permit them to visit their children if such visition does not exert

a harmful influence on the children."

Article 64 "The court may decide to remove a child from the
home and place it with a trusteeship and guardianship agency without

depriving the given parent of their parental reghts..."
Article 65 "The trrsteeship and guardianship agencies shall
participate in the court's hearign of disputes involving the

upbringing of children"

The rules for determination of Family affairs 1947

Article 71 "... an order of determination designating the
parent to exercise the parental power has become absolute, the Court
Clerk shall with out delay so notify the officer in charge of the

family registration....’

Article 72 "...with the necessary modifications to the
proceedings of determination concerning altenation of the parent to
exercise the parental power.

Article73 ".... The proceeding of determination éoncerniug
the judicial declaration of loss of the parental power or the right of

administration shall be under the jurisdiction of the Family Court..."
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Article 76 "The Family Court shall hear the statement of the
person in question before declaring loss to the parental power or the

right of administration."

Article 78 "...the cases where either father or mother is
declare loss of the parental power or the right of administration and

the other spouse is to exercise the right"
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
