Procedures @

1. The ressarch instrument was a public elementary school evalua=
tion form and its meunal which was designed and improved by the reseorcher,
Its content comprised of four categories according to the purposes of this
study, Sample population were eleven outstending public elementary
schools, which three of them were community schools, The data collections
were derived by means of the evaluation of the researcher himself at every
sample population school according to criteria of the reserach instrument,

2. Items of all categories were cnalyzed by using means and
standard deviations, T= test was used to compare the state of community



schools with another group which were not commnity schoolss

Findings
1. 4n evaluation of the state of outstanding public elementary
schools based on four categeries could be summed up as follews 3

1.1 Most’ of school locations were appropriate as well as
their campus, school buildings, and study rooms were considerably clean,
ard comfortable places. But most of toilets were dirty and lacked of
facilities, Science rooms and teachers' rooms were also not at proper
corditions, In spite of lacking of teaching materials, they were not
in well preservation system which caused inconvenience for utilizing,

1.2 On the aversge, the evaluation indicated that the sclicol
administration were considerably at excellent level about their
document files, the up=- to date collection data; to provide the security
protections for students, and to concern students nutrition and students

manner on having meals,

There were four items regarding to be at minimum level
of effective school administration s the evaluation of teachers' work
for salary increasing, the promotion for the advancement and upgrading
of teachers! academic status, the reputation for good behavior on work
of any teachers, and the provision activities for good relationship among
teachers, Moreover, the least satisfied level about effective school
administration, on the average, could be found on participation of ..
students providing rules of school, and school guidance and counseling
service management,

13 Most of the outstanding schools encouraged teaching
activities about listening, speaking,reading and writing at the highest
level, Learning and teaching activities, The least eucouraged activities
were about to utilize the local resources for teaching media, to adept
students experience do out mathematics for their daily life, to help
students to be wise consumers,to improve the environment for better



livings and to set knmowledge about the danger of drugs for students. Irll
addition, the activities about educationsl evaluation for improving
teaching amd learning process fell at the least level of thie evaluation

t00.

1.4 On the average, the outstanding schools showed the
degree of activities about cooperation with communities in every instuncc,
at the least level, For examples, the outstanding schools rarely
widespreaded the knouledge contdibuted for better livings of the communi-
ties, the ways to look after children, how to increase agricultural
production or nourishm ntfor pewple, the ways to conduct cooperative
society, as well as to ask for the effective participation from the
graduates. Fufther more, school aotivities concerning conference among
parents and teachers to goin opinions and suggestions for school improve=
ment, or any invitation for skilled people in comunities to teach students

in schools, had never done,

2, There is no significant difference at .05 level regarding the .-
state of out stending puhlic elementary schools, in four categories,
between those which are commnity schools and those which are mot,
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
