in solving the problems concerned of social studies teachers at the

lower and upper secondary-education level in educational region four.
Procedures:

The population of this research was all 314 social studies
N
teachers in all 52! secondary schools idn' Educational Region Four.

A set 'of 'questionnaires consisted of check list, rating-
scale and open-ended questions was contructed by the researcher.

The obtained data were analyzed by means of percentage, arithmathic

mean, standard deviation, and then presented in tables with description.
Research Findings:

1. The utilization of instructional media of social studies

teachers which were classified into material, equipment and



ipstructional activity combined with instructiénal media were as
follows; most social studies teacher utilized instructional media
for the purpose of extending the students understanding in the
lessons. Planning for utilization of instructional media was
made in advance to make it appropriatesto’ the subject content.
The evaluation was made after utilizing such instructional media
through the test of students! understanding. The teachers also

abserved that thesstudents were more enthusiastic in learning.

2. The souresi of jsuch three: catagories of instructional

media which social studies teachers-utilized most were as folliows:
