The purposes of this research were to 1) develop a communicative competence
diagnostic approach for ninth grade students 2) investigate quality of the communicative
competence diagnostic approach for ninth grade students and 3) analyze pattern of
communicative competence speaking errors of ninth grade students.The sample consisted of
127 ninth grade students who study in Bangkok province in second semester academic year

2013 and 12 experts in English language and measurement and evaluation.

The design of research was divided into 6 steps 1) literature review 2) define attributes
and create a set of diagnostic tools 3) pilot study and survey pattern of communicative
competence speaking errors of ninth grade students 4) develop descriptors and Q-matrix 5)
diagnose English communicative competence of students and 6) investigate quality of the

developed approach and provide feedback to teachers and students.

The item analysis of English communicative competence test by using Classical Test
Theory showed level of difficulty of the items in the ranged of 0.17 to 0.92, discrimination
power of the items in the ranged of 0.12-0.97, KR20 reliability coefficient of 0.95 and the item
analysis of English communicative competence test by using Item Response Theory showed
difficulty parameter in the ranged of -5.8 to 1.98 and discrimination parameter in the ranged of
0.18 to 11.11.

Result of analysis pattern of English communicative competence speaking errors of
ninth grade students in Grammatical competence showed that students had vocabulary errors
55.17 percent and structure errors 34.10 percent. Result of analysis pattern of English
communicative competence speaking errors of ninth grade students in Sociolingustic
competence showed that students had Stylistic appropriateness errors the most which is 99.7

percent.

This research found that the development communicative competence diagnostic
approach provide grain size of diagnostic report. This approach can identify pattern of English
communicative competence speaking errors of ninth grade students. It also has quality both of

validity and reliability aspects.
