This study is aimed at studyingmedia discourse on violence against women during
B.E.2449-2519 regarding the following issues; 1) to retrace media discourse on violence against
women 2) to analyze and criticize factors behind the media discourse on violence against women 3)
to analyze and criticize discursive mechanism of violence against women in the dimension of
discontinuity, power and resistance. This study is a qualitative research where texts appeared on the
space of women magazine, newspaper, literature, movie and advertisement were analyzed,
applying the discourse analysis of Michel Foucault, coupled with feminism theory and concept of
violence against women.

The results show that categories of discourses on violence against women appeared on
media spaces during B.E.2449-2519 are namely discourse on sexual violence, discourse on
virginity, discourse on abortion, discourse on contraception, discourse on beauty, discourse on
prostitute, discourse on women as the asset of men and family, discourse on motherhood and
wifehood, discourse on domestic violence as the matter of privacy, discourse on education and
discourse on occupation.

The analysis of discourses of feminist niedia being extended by this research has to search
also for factors behind the discourses on violence against women, including patriarchy, class, race,
economic dimension/capitalism, knowledge, tradition/culture/morality, politic, sexuality, identity
and every single set of discourse controlling discourse on violence against women. Meanwhile,
factors influencing to discourse on resistance are discourse on liberal feminism, discourse on
radical feminism, discourse on cultural feminism, discourse on socialist feminism, discourse on
postmodern feminism, concept of social responsibility, discourse on love and conscience of
women, discourse on knowledge, class, politic, discourse on equality, discourse on Western and
capitalism ideology.

Discursive mechanism of violence against women and resistance appeared on media
reflected discontinuity of discourse in the form of threshold, rupture, role reversal, break,
transformation and mutation. Men and women have been using spaces of media for reproducing
discourse on violence against women. Meanwhile, they also take part in resistance to violence
against women. The researcher has proposed the concept of discontinuity; threshold, rupture, role
reversal, break, transformation and mutation of discourse which is the same way that dominant
ideology in society uses to conduct violence against women as a strategy in the resistance and
deconstruction of discourse on violence against women in Thai society.
