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The research was aimed at making comparative analysis of models and mechanisms to monitor
foreign and Thai autonomous public universities, and developing suitable model and mechanisms suitable for
Thailand. ~ Specific samplings were employed, namely experts and university administrators. The model and
mechanisms developed were subsequently brought to two groups of university administrators at Suranaree
University of Technology and King Mongkut's University of Technology Thonburi for their endorsement. The
instruments used included interview form and questionnaire. The analysis of data were content analysis and
Hambleton's indicator development techniques for constructing indicators. The verification of validity and
reliability of the questionnaire was made by experts,

The research results revealed the following -

1 Comparative analysis was used to study the models and mechanisms to monitor autonomous
public universities in four countries comprising United Kingdom, Australia, Malaysia, and USAwith Thailand. It
was found that government agencies employed similar models and mechanisms to monitor the autonomous
public universities which were development plans, budget allocation, quality assurance and annual report.
Council of University Presidents served as the policy coordinator between the government and universities for the
translation of policies into actions as well as sharing of management experiences and relevant R & D studies or
inter-university cooperation,

2. Model and mechanisms suitable to monitor Thai autonomous public universities covered five
areas: three mechanisms and five indicators for policy and development plans, four mechanisms and eight
indicators for educational quality and products, four mechanisms and eight indicators for resource allocation,
four mechanisms and 15 indicators for educational standards, and three mechanisms and four indicators for
administration and management.

3. Model and mechanisms to monitor public autonomous universities would be under the
Commission for Higher Education,  place of the Ministry of University Affairs following the Education Reform.
This hody would oversee higher education of the country covering all the five aspects.  regard to budget
allocation, the government should increase the efficiency of the system with less bureaucratic channels by setting
up a special committee in charge of annual budget allocation for higher education.
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
