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The objectives of this research were to study the process aid results of conducting
classroom action research on behavioral change of elementary school teachers, compare classroom
instructional arrangement between researcher-teachers and non-researcher teachers, study factors affecting
conduction of the classroom action research, and analyze behavioral change of researcher-teachers and
its rational. The qualitative research approach was used through the process of participant observation,
informal interview, indepth interview, and documentary analysis from four case studies. The data were
analized by the method of content analysis, reduction of data and inductive method.

The research results were as follow. The process of classroom action research began
from focusing in a problem, analyzing the problem , designing the research procedure, solving the
problem through data collection, data analysis, and writing to report research results. The research results
supported teachers to develop their thinking process of problems and causes which effecting quality of
students and their instruction. Therefore, the teachers were better understood students’ behaviors and able
to support effective learning according to aptitude and interest of their students. Consequently, the
researcher-teachers provided systematically instruction. They analyzed curriculum, students, and local
context. They studied and wrote the teaching plan. They used the process of action research as a
mean for developing their working effectively. The supported factors were needs to developing students
and oneselfs, the positive attitude toward research, good impression of their former teachers, learning
experience, pride in research output and supports from colleques. The obstracle factors were lack of
time and knowledge about research and development innovation. The results of conducting classroom
action research effected the behavioral change of teachers toward systematic planning, participatory
learning, mentors roles, innovation development, authentic assessment, and professional development. The
important causes for the teacher behavioral change were the changes in the teachers’ thinking system
that expanded their understanding about their student’s learning and themself.
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
