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The purposes of this research were to study the learning-teaching provision by the target
to master teachers model, analise their instructional models and study the development paths of those
instructional process.

The findings can be summarized as follow:

33 instructional models were used by master teachers, 31 teachers used instructional
models which was completely developed in all steps by others, 75 teachers modified instructional
models already developed, and 12 teachers developed their own instructional models. Most of the
master teachers used the following instructional models. Concentrate Language Encounters: CLE
instructional model was used teaching Thai, The Institute for the Promotion of teaching Science
and Technology: IPTS Mathematics instructional model was used in teaching Mathematics, 2W3P
instructional model was used in teaching English, Solving problems instructional model was used in
teaching Life Experiences, and Using Worksheet instructional model was used teaching Character
Development and Work - Oriented Experience. Master teachers who taught integrated content used
integrated instructional model. Learning - teaching provision was varied according to each instructional
model. Master teachers provided learning - teaching activities focus on learners’ participation, doing
activities to make conclusion or create knowledge by themselves. Apart from this, learner learned from
different sources both in class and outside and applied knowledge for using in their daily lives.

For the paths to learning - teaching process, masters teachers had typical characteristics
of being diligent, having self confidence, responsibility and good attitude toward teaching career,
devotion, teacher idol, local development conscious, job progressive motivation and social acceptation.
Moreover, these master teachers improved themselves by attending training, furthering their education,
studying academic documents, asking well educated persons, then developed instructional models
based on their concepts and believes from their education, training and experience or special ability
which gained support from their colleagues, school executives and family.
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
