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The purposes of this research were to study and compare cognitive, affective and
psychomotor behaviors on exercise and sport of reqular technical students of Rajamangala
Institude of technology (RIT) and regular undergraduate students of Rajabhat Institude (RI)
under the Department of General Education. The 1,000 sample, 250 males and 250 females
from RIT and 250 male and 250 femals from RI, were the 1s - 4h year students.
Questionnaires instructed by the researcher ~ were obtained. The collected data were 924
copies, considered 92.4% . The collected data were analyzed in terms of percentage, means,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test. And to test of comparison 1 Scheffe's method was
applied.

The findings were as follow :

1. Cognitive behaviors, as well as affective and psychomotor behaviors,
on exercise and sport of students of RIT and Rl were at the good level.

2. Cognitive and psychomotor except affective behaviors on exercise and sport of
most male and female students of RIT were significantly different at the level of .05. Affective
and psychomotor except cognitive behaviors on exercise and sport of most male and female
students of Rl were significantly different at .05 level.

3. Cognitive and psychomotor except affective behaviors on exercise and sport of
the 1d to 4h years students of RIT were not significantly different at .05 level. Cognitive 1
affective and psychomotor behaviors on exercise and sport of the 1g to 4h years students
of RI were not significantly different at .05 level.

4. Cognitive, affective and psychomotor behaviors on exercise and sport of RIT and

Rl students in various regions were not significantly different at .05 level.
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
