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This research aims at examining the exposure to sexually explicit Japanse comic books of
teenagers in Bangkok 1including the relationship between such exposure and the teenagers’' attitudes towards

sexual relation.

The findings are as follows :

1. The analysis of the exposure to sexually explicit Japanese comic books of teenagers in
Bangkok reveals that the majority of teenagers in the sample group are well - acquainted with this type of comic
book. The frequency of reading is high .depending on time and place. They enjoy reading Japanese comic books a
great deal.

2. The analysis of the relationship between exposure to this type of comic book and the
teenagers’ attitudes towards sexual relation reveals that the difference in sex relates with the attitudes towards
sex education in general but does not relate specifically with the attitudes sexual relation of men and women 1
sexual behavior nor the media reporting on sex issues. The difference in school relates with the attitudes towards
sex education in general but does not relate specifically with the attitudes towards sexual behavior nor the media
reporting on sex issues.Besides,the difference in age of the sample group relates with the attitudes towards sex
education in general and the sexual relation of men and women but does not relate specifically with the attitudes
towards sexual behavior nor the media reporting on sex issues.lt is also found th'at the students who have/ have
not read comic books do not relates with the attitudes towards sexual behavior. But they do relate with the
attitudes towards sex education in general,sexual relation of men and women nor the media reporting on sex
issues. Each school relates with the attitudes towards sex education in general and sexual relation of men and

women but does not relate with the attitudes towards sexual behavior nor the the media reporting on sex issues.
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
