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The objective of this study is to analyze the components and degree of economic loss due to
HIV/AIDS in Phayao province and to analyze the unit cost of Phayao hospital and the proportion of
economic loss of HIV/AIDS in relation to Gross Provincial Product, descriptive study was made as a
quantitative analysis in 1998.

Predictable loss value was done by cost analysis which consisted of direct cost(actual cost) and
indirect cost (invisible cost). The direct cost includes the system cost and health care cost (inpatient and
outpatient). The health care cost consisted of internal cost (cost spent by the hospital) and external cost
which spent by AIDS patients and their families. Indirect cost is the income of the AIDS patient lost prior to
death. Unpredictable loss was analyzed from data AIDS patient interviews and from government service
people in the community and data collected from a variety past research work.

The result was that predictable loss with actual value in case of building has been used for the past
35 years was estimated at 1,071,384 ,833 baht or 5.88% of GPP, 97% of loss was health care cost. If indirect
cost was considered, the estimated loss was 1,644,426,814 baht or 9.02% of GPP. The loss estimation of
predictable value made unit cost of each inpatient 685.74 baht per day and the unit cost of each outpatient
239.37 haht.

The study found that the majority of predictable loss cannot be controlled with the exception of
system cost which represents the minority. 1f the efficacy of resource for HIV/AIDS prevention and control is
increased, it will prevent part of population from being infected by HIV/AIDS and majority component of loss
will also be decreased. In addition the analysis of predictable and non-predictable loss value, it was determined
there was a loss for infected patients their families, communities, business firms, consumers, government and
society.
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
