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This thesis has focused on a study of law concerning the police officers use of force in
Thailand in case of legal murder by comparative study with American principles of law on the use of Deadly
Force in order to analyze the legal provisions, the use of power and punishment of the wrongful use of
Deadly Force, at the same time, taking into consideration the efficiency in crime suppressio , protection of
the right of peaple and also safety of police officers while performing their duties according to the law.

Results obtained from this research was that Thailand still does not have any specific provision
on police officers use of Deadly Force performing their duties. Not only the arrest under the Criminal
Procedure Code, section 83, has not expressly stipulated the rules use of Deadly Force but also the rules
of Procedure of the Police on the arrest having a clear directive, it could not be enforceable to be a law.
Therefore, there is no definite rule in making consideration of legal murder cases unless there is an
amendment to the law on defense of right as provided in the Penal Code Section 68, the rule of defense
of the general public and not of the authorities while performing their duties. It is different from the e of
police officers use of Deadly Force in the United States of America which was promulgated as a state law
and a policy of working units in concerning with law enforcement by having the rule, procedure,
punishment and giving of the power to proceed under the objectives of the law on suppression which were
prescribed in details separately from self-defense rule of the general public.

As a result of the study is found that Thailand should have a clear and definite statutory
provision on the use of Deadly Force by making a comparison with the directive in compliance with law and
for the clearness  performing the duties under the law and the efficiency in the crime suppression by
importantly, taking the safety of the police and the general public into consideration.
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
