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The main theme of this thesis is to study Egypt’s policy towards The Arab
League in the President Muhamad Anwar Sadat's reign during 1970-1981. The
researcher consults with the foreign policy analysis concept which includes various
variables to analyze the factors affecting both changes to Egypt's policy towards
The Arab League and Egypt's role in The Arab League under the leadership of
President Sadat. The hypothesis of this thesis is that the main factors affecting
Egypt’s policy towards The Arab League have stemmed from both internal and
external factors. Internal factors include individual, political and economic factors,
while external factors are the policy implementation of both the Soviet Union and

the United States of America.
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
