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The objective of this thesis want to prove the idea of Plato and Friedrich
Nietzsche’s political philosophy. Both thinkers confirmed there is the only one best
political regime, but there is a variety of legitimate and bad political regimes. The variety
of legitimate regimes corresponds to the variety types of relevant circumstances.
Whereas the best regime is possible only under the most favorable conditions.

Plato believed one best regime must be the rule of the Philosopher-King’. For
Nietzsche the best regime is the rule and work of aristocracy. Plato and Nietzsche
accepted the decline and changing  the regime is inevitable. The phenomena is
outside human control. We can see through the evident of timocracy, oligarchy,
democracy and tyranny were regimes declining, and especially tyranny is the worst
kind of regime.

Plato used analogy for described the city or polis, he called it's a ‘soul writ
large." Plato believed justice  the human soul can established when the best part
governed the worst or the lower part. As same as reason or wisdom ruled over desires
and appetites, which allied or helped from the courage part. The same patter wil
occurred  the city or polis when the ruler class rule over the lower class.Nietzsche’s
idea of the best regime was based on aristocracy rule. The regime that allowed noble
class ascend to be a ruler. The characteristic of nobility which Nietzsche called ‘master
morality, will to power, pathos of distance’ opposed to plehian character of bad regime.
