3. The attitude toward the behavior and subjective norm together can

significantly (R =.324, p .001) predict the intention, and the subjective norm
is a more effective predictor of the intention (p:.ss, p<.001) than the

attitude toward the behavior (3=.33, p~.001).

4. There were about one third of items in attitude tovzard behavior
revealed significant different of mean between the one who intended and not
intended to care, and only two items in behavioral belief but no statistical

significant in evaluation of consequence items.

5. There were statistical significant (p<A001) different of mean in
