Procedures

Population of this study consisted of 103 primary schools

under jurisdiction of Provincial Primary Education office in



Samutsongkhram ‘'bywhich data -were . gathering from 103 school
adm inistrators and 105 élective sabjects teachers through
guestionnaires#, Of the tolal 208 questionnaires ;sent out, 192
copies,or 92.30 percent were completed and returned. Data were
analyzed by using percentage. Curriculum documents and supple-
ments provided and used also were analyzed according to their

justification and com pleteness.

Findings |

Concerning the curriculum application the findings
showed that teaching plans and lesson plans were organized
by teachers upon studying learning objectives and instructional
plans. Other curriculum documents and supplements such as
instructional plans, teaching plans, and lesson plans were also
organized by elective subjects teachers, educational supervisors
at district and provincial levels. However, curriculum documents
and supplements which were mostly used by teachers were teacher-

handbooks, instructional plans, and lesson plans.

Concerning the ,oorriculum m eterials and facilities,
the interviewing and surveying methods were employed to study
the teacherl readiness, then curriculum documents and supplements
were distributed for preparation prio,r the beginning of the

sem ester. Seminars and workshops were also provided for teachers.

Curriculum documents and supplements which schools
provided for teachers.was composed of instructional guides and

handbooks, teaching plans,curriculum, and work-sheets bywhieh



teachers may requested through administrators. Most of materials
and facilities were in good condition they were some which short
of supplies. Howeverf local meterials were also promoted for
instructional application. There were sufficient amount of
classrooms and workshops, also they were ready for using bywhich
teachers and students took a good care of those places. Moreover,
criterion for classrooms and workshops selection and organized

were due to its appropriateness for instruction.

Concerning the instruction, most teachers prepared lesson
plans, study plans, learning objectives, and inferior practicing
was also informed to students. However field-trips and study
tours still were not employed due to problems of travelling
and budget. Bulletin boards were used as extra-curriculum
activities which were organized by teachers and students. Most
teacher performed demonstration and laboratory techniques in
teaching these subjects. Teachers considered students readiness
and learning objectives as a criteria for selecting teaching
techniques. Lesson plans and instructional guides were mostly
used as a curriculum documents and supplements. Formative and
sumative evaluations were applied by teachers in evaluating
student learning. Criterion and methods for evaluation were
informed to students before the beginning of classes. Upon analyzing
evaluating and the curriculum documents and supplements prov;ded
for teachers it showed that most of them were justified and

appropriated to principles and theories in Curriculum development,

With regard to the problems concerning the curriculum

implementation they showed that in curriculum application



problems were lack of budget, insufficient amount of capable
teachers, lack of local academic resources, and insufficient
of time* However, in curriculum m aterials and facilities
problems were teachers’ capabilities and performances, insufficient
amount of budget, problems of communication, and insufficient
amount of materials and facilities used in laboratories.
Considering the instructional problems, it showed that learning
activities were rated as problems due to different background
of students* Budget, instructional time, teaching techniques,
amount of measurement and evaluation tools, and measurement
and evaluation criteria were also reported as the areas of

problem s*
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
