
CHAPTER V

SUMMARY AMD CONCLUSION

The present study attempted to  in vestiga te the factors related  
to  the perception o f the Chinese in  Thailand "by ethnic Thai people.
The factors which were investigated  are the follow ing ะ

1 .  Individual personality p oten tia ls for prejudice towards the  
Chinese.

2 .  The acceptance o f so c ie ta l standards regarding discrim ination  
against the Chinese.

3 . Beer group influence on the ind ividu als' perceptions o f the 
Chinese.

The sample consisted  o f 233 students, o f which Hit were studying 
in  pre-university le v e l and 119 were studying in  un iversity  le v e l. Out 
o f 233 students, 75 were male and 158 were fem ale. A ll o f the subjects 
in  the sample were ethnic Thai in  background fo r  at le a s t 3 generations.

The measures used in  th is  study Included a sca le  to  measure 
Authoritarianism (p . S ea le), a Conformity Scale (c . Scale) and an A nti- 
Chinese Scale.

The resu lts obtained in  the present study were the follow ing:
1 . There are no sig n ifica n t d ifferences between the sexes and 

d ifferen t lev e ls  o f education on th e p . Scale, the c .  Scale and the Anti-
Chinese Scale



2 . Negative fee lin g s towards the Chinese (as measured by the Anti- 
Chinese Beale) among some o f the subjects were shown the e x is t and were 
sig n ifica n tly  correlated with:

a . Personality factors o f the individuals which were ca lled  
"authorltarinism. "

b . Conformity o f the individuals to  peer groups which hold a 
negative image o f the Chinese.

3 . Negative feelin g s towards the Chinese were not signigiearrtly  
correlated with conformity to  so c iety  in  general (as measured by the C. 
S ca le).k. There were sig n ifica n t d ifferences between persons who scored 
high and low on the F. Scale on the tendency to  change th e ir  f ir s t  
impressions (as measured by the sto r ies presented).

5» The general resu lts o f  the F. Scale and c . Scale ind icates the 
p o ss ib ility  o f using these sca les in  Thai cu ltu re, sin ce there i s  a 
sig n ifica n t correlation  between Anti-Chinese fee lin g s and conformity 
to  a peer group which has negative fee lin g s towards the Chinese, further 
research should concentrate on the general e ffe c t th at peer groups have 
on prejudice. This would seem to  he esp ecia lly  important in  so c ie tie s
lik e  Thailand.
