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The purpose of this thesis.is to study the family planning
activities in Thailand as carried out by the National Family Planning Program
and other related organizations. Developments toward a population policy and
the relationship of population growth to social and economic development are
also included. The following hypothesis is set forth:

effective administration requires political support. It has
been, said that administration and politics are the two sides of a single coin.

Information and survey results Jed in this study were deriver
from various documents of the National Family Planning Program and from other
related organizations. Suggestions and advice +#£re offered by senior project
personnel. In addition personal experience gained ill working in the National
Family Planning Program for two Year has been taken into consideration in
preparing this thesis.

It was found that economic, demographic and health leaders
brought the serious adverse effects of the high rate of population growth on
social and economic development to the attention of the Government on several
occasions since 1960. Although, ill general, the decision making of the governm.
IS based on national security and the well-being of the people, it took a long
series of recommendations about the population issue and the actual demonstratii
of the demand of people for family planning services hefore the cabinet adopted
a national- population policy for Thailand in March, 1970.



Family planning activities performed by the National Family
Planning Program of the Ministry of Public Health demonstrates that administrati«
can o done successfully without political support if the responsible organization
does its best within the framework of its own activities and obtains good
coordination from other related organizations. The successful achievement helped
not only to convince the government that family planning should be supported
official.lv, but also it became a demonstration of a well-prepared working unit
that can serve the government interests. Finally, the hypothesis mentioned above
has been disproved; it has been shown that policy support is not always necessary.
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
