*Firearm. An instrument used in the propulsion of
shot, shell, or bullets by the action of gunpowder exploded
within it. A weapon which acts by force of gunpowder. This
word comprises all sorts of guns, fowlingnade shell, fuse,
and powder may be considered "firearm" even though disassem-
bled.

**Deadly weapon per se. A weapon which of itself is
deadly or one which would ordinarily resault in deadth by
its uses ; e.g. gun.

***Deadly weapon.  Any firearm, or other weapon,
device, instrument, material or substance, whether animate
or inanimate, which in the manner it is used or is intended
to be used is known to be capable of producing death or
serious bodily injured.
