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The purposes of this research were to study the methods of
administering tests and evaluation of physical education learning
achievements in secondary schools and to compare the differences between the
methods used by physical education teachers in the private and governmental
secondary schools. Questionnaires were constructed and sent to 150 physical
education teachers from 50 private and governmental secondary schools in
Bangkok Metropolis. The 144 questionnaires accounted for 96.00 percent
were returned. The data were then analyzed in terms of percentages, means
and standard deviations. The t-test was also employed to determine the level
of significant difference.

It was found that all physical education teachers used all factors
involved as criteria for grading in physical education except on physical
fitness aspect which were only 61.8 percent of them used this criterion. The
proportions of percentages given to each aspect in grading for each time
were: knowledge, 20 percent; skill, 60 percent; attitude, 10 percent; and
character, 10 percent. But when proportions percentage given by teachers in
each aspect were considered, it was revealed that most teachers gave
proportion percentages to knowledge aspect for 20 percent; skill, 60 percent;
physical fitness, attitude and character, 10 percent each.

The scope of measuring and evaluating in each aspect, it was
revealed that in knowledge aspect, most areas covered in the tests and
evaluation were in strategy, rules, history, usefulness, and the importances
of the game; in the skill aspect, it was covered in individual skill; in
physical fitness aspect, it was covered in agility, speed, balance, and
muscular strength; in the attitude aspect, it was covered in eagerness,
enthusiasm, uniformity, and punctuality; and in character aspect, it was
covered in area of abiding by the game rules, sportmanship, responsibility,
and cooperation.

When methods of measuring and evaluating used by teachers in private
and governmental secondary schools were compared it was found that most of
methods used were not significantly different at .05, except in the area of
measuring skills in tumbling and in character.
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
