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The objective of this research is to study the opinion of scientists, print journalists
and readers regarding science news. The study looks at how the three groups selects the
news, how they view the news values of scientific content, the presentadon of science news

daily newspapers, news writing style, news language, graphic content, problems about
news reporting and science news at present. The study uses questionnaire-based survey
and in-depth interviews.

The results indicate that different groups view the news value of the scientific content
differently. Scientists and journalists tend to perceive the achievement of scientists more
newsworthy than the readers.

Regarding the writing style, the scientists and the readers like the news written
chronologically while the journalists prefer to put the impact of the scientific studies in the
beginning of the news story. addition, the scientists and the journalists select simple
science news language while the readers like the complicated science news language more
than the simple one.

The three groups have similar opinion regarding the use of graphic content science

news. They select different kinds of graphs depending on the information.
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
