The findings of this research were as follows:

1) The development of Thai martial arts fell into 3 periods: (1) a war time and ancient war strategy
period, (2) a period marked by the advent of new warfare end a new military strategy, and (3) a period of new
warfare and a new military strategy. The Thai characteristics include embodiment of Katunyukatavatee
(gratitude), Viriya (diligence), Khanti (patience), Samukkee (salidarity) and Phromvihamsi (the four noble states of
mind). Values in knowlsdge of self defence, in the leamers as evidenced by nationalism, pride in the Thai
idenﬁty,socialvaluesasteanuedbiasenpeofdiscip)im.mdsacuﬁoeforacmmmninmest.

master of Krabi-krabong in terms of skills and a desirable conduct on the part of the leamers.

2) It had been shown that the Thai charactenstics of Krabi-Krabong camprised such quslities as
Katunyukatavatee, Viriya, Khenti, Samukkee and Phromvihamnsi, all of which were isolated one from another.
Values in Knowledge as evidenced by the Thai identity were such values in the leamers as mindfulness, wit and
such social values as a sense of discipline, all of which were only partial. The transmission process includes the
reenactment of real-life experience for the leamets by imparting a model well-versed in Krabi-Krabong with -
emphasis on skills. .

3) In the future, the transmission process of Krabi-Krabong should focus on the reenactment of
meaningful 1eal-life experience for the leamers; imparting both skills and a desirable conduct, based on Tyi-sikka
(the threefold method of aining in morality, concentration, and wisdom). The model master in the leaming
process must be of quality. The Thai characteristics should be relevant to “Suntareyatum® and the integrity of all
components in tems of velues in knowledge, namely, the martial arts, values in the leamners, pride in the Thai
identity.naﬁonahsmandsuchsocialvalueaasasenseofdisciphneandsac::iﬁcefqtmaoonmonmtam&.
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
