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Abstract
This research aims at studying and identifying the most suitable approach to translation of the list of
psychiatric terms selected from Psychodynamic Psychiatry in Clinical Practice, Fifth Edition by Glen O.
Gabbard. The list comprises 30 psychiatric terms based on the assumption that Christiane Nord's Text
Analysis, Jean Delisle's Interpretive Approach to Translation, Ingo Plag’s Word-Formation in English, Peter
Newmark’s Neologism and Translation Procedures, and the Royal Institute’s Code of Coinages by
Mongkol Dechnakharindr would prove to be beneficial to the translation process with accuracy and
completeness as the prime objective. It has been shoen in this research that the text analysis, interpretive
approach to translation, Ingo Plag’s Word-Formation in English, Peter Newmark’s Neologism and
Translation Procedures, and the Royal Institute’s Code of Coinages by Mongkol Dechnakharindr could

solve the translation problems.

In this mode the
child assumes that perceptions of reality are
identical to the reality itself. Somewhere around the
age of 4 or 5, the child begins to integrate the
pretend mode with the psychic equivalence mode
of thinking. The 5- or 6-year-old child understands
that one’s perception is influenced by subjective
factors. This allows for the phenomenon of play,
where children can pretend to be someone other
than who they are. Patients with BPD often have

Children typically find themselves
in their mothers or caregivers eye, as the parenting
figure reflects back to them what he or she sees in
the child. When parents or caregivers fail to
provide this kind of ex- perience, a frightening or
frightened caregiver becomes internalized as part
of the child’s self structure (Fonagy and Target
2000). Hence a hostile or “alien” representation
resides within the child’s self representation. The
child subsequently grows up with a need to
externalize the alien self so that another mind is in
control of these unpleasant attributes. This
mechanism is one explanation for why borderline
patients repeatedly get into relationships in which
they feel victimized by others who are experienced
as persecuting.

caring through heroic measures to try to save the
patient, a countertransference responses have
referred to as (28) “disidentification with the
aggressor” (Gabbard 2003). The result may be that
the patient exercises an omnipotent control over the
therapist—what Maltsberger (1999) has called
coercive bondage. In this scenario, the therapist
takes full responsibility for the patient’s survival
instead of allowing the patient to accept most of the
responsibility for his or her own living or dying,

which is imperative if the patient is to ultimately

get better.
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The serious impairment of internalization in the
psychopath obviously leads to a massive failure of
superego development—the classical hallmark, in
a dynamic sense, of the psychopath. The absence
of any moral sense in these individuals is one of the
chilling qualities that make them seem lacking in
basic humanness. Their only value system of any
consequence is the exercise of aggressive power,
and their only trace of superego development may
be the sadistic (29) superego precursors (or

stranger selfobjects) manifested by their sadistic
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Higher-level patients, who do not fit the category
of the “pure” psychopath, may exhibit (30)
superego lacunae (Johnson 1949). These
individuals, because of their relatively more
favorable constitutional factors and environmental
experiences with parenting, have some semblance
of a conscience but with circumscribed areas in
which the superego does not seem to operate. Some
of these individuals have been subtly or not-so-
subtly encouraged in their antisocial behavior by

one or both parents.
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
