Teacher’s error correction plays a crucial role in students’ English writing skills and
quality development, especially preservice teachers who are teachers-to-be. Therefore, the
preservice teachers are required to equip themselves with error correction skills. The objective
of this research is to design guidelines for English writing correction skills for preservice
teachers. Research participants involved English teachers in middle schools, preservice
teachers, and middle school students with purposive sampling. The research instruments
included semi-structured interview, needs assessment questionnaire, and preservice teachers’
error correction evaluation form. Methodology conducted in this research were content
analysis and needs assessment using mean. Empirical results indicated that direct written
corrective feedback and indirect written corrective feedback is used for different students’
English writing errors. Moreover, feedback and comments were provided in the English writing,
and feedback writing is preservice teachers’ needs, whereas explicit error explanation is
students’ needs, and students’ self-correction is supervisor teachers’ needs. All the results in
this research created a self-assessment tool with questions and choices about 1) treatable
errors, 2) untreatable errors, 3) making students’ writing motivation, and 4) giving feedback. This
research provided pragmatic guidelines and qualitative support for preservice teachers seeking

to develop the English error correction skills.
