Law No. 645, Promulgated ow’Judy 3, 1961

Amended by Law Ne. 1747, February 26, 1966

ARTICLE 1. (PUrpose)  The purpose of rhis Act is to con~-
trol and pun{sh the d8suafice’ of 1illicit checks. etc. and thereby
the safety of the ecomomic 1ife of the people may be guaranteed and

the function of checksi asja megotiable inatrunent may be safeguarded.

ARTICLE 24 (Criminal Responsibility ¢f the Drawer of an
I1licit Check) (1) Any person who draws Ox prepares one of the
following illicit checks shall be punished by imprisonment at hard
labor for not longer than fivg (5} years or by a fine of not more
than tenfold of.the face vaiue of the check:

1. A check issued in the nawe of 4 fictiticus person;
