-tics were classified to three behavioral‘characteristics namely
the behaviors to- oneself; to other people and to the environments.

The curriculum content was catagorized to 7 catagories namely fac-



tual information and verbal knowledge, concepts, principles, pro-
blem solving, creativity, skills, and attitude and values. Six
social studies student textbooks and six teacher handbooks were

used as resources for identifying research data.
