78, Ih view of those coﬁmeﬁtaries and the sources fron which they ema-
hated, the delegnticn of Thailand can not but come to the very firm con-
clusionvthat the People's Republic of China in its‘prcsont beurse of

hostile angd uhcooperutivc soliey does net in any was deserve the cpithet
of “peace~loving“, nor dcoes it ceonform in any manner to the purposes and

principles of the Charter, and thus fails by a long way to qualify for

.admission to membershiv in the United Nations.

79. In this cconnexion, the delegation of Thailand alsce rcjects the con-

tenticon of some advoéates of Peking's adwission that the barring of its
entry by the United Natinns has given a sense cf isolation to the Peking
régine, which in turn has caused it to strike an agzressive and recal-

citrant attitude. Its adnission te the United Natinns, those acvocates

“often go on to argue, would rid Peking of the sense of isclation and

transforﬁ'ii eVentually into a »eace-laving nation; Iy delegatién con=-
tends, in the first place, that the avparent iscloation in which the Peow
plets Republic of China could be said to find itsclf is nct the effoct
of any action by. any world'organization cr any - -groupn of States or oven
by several individwa States, but a deliverstely self-imposed policy.
This contentioh‘of ours scems to have found support in the rress release
dated 16 february ?967.cf.the Soviet_MisSimn te the United Nations, wherein,
on page 9, it was stated:

. 80. Radio Moscow on 24 July 1967 wns even more explicit and offered =

People!s Republic,.Inéonesia, Malaysia and Singapére, is not only aiﬁed
at drawing these countries inte the crbit of Chinese domination, but alsc
pursues concrete objectives upon'China's domestic écone. The Peking-
leaders want to make the peovle of China belicve fhat they ére surroundet
by.énemies. Théy want %o educate tne Chinese in thé spirit of hatred fo

other peoples, which they hope will vrovide fertile soil for the ideas

of great power chauvinism.'™

 81. Ffom the above, therefore, the delegation of Tﬁailand very much
douﬁfs if represéntation in the United Nations would in any_way lessen
the isolationist preference of the Government of the Peopie's Republicf
’of China. As for a pessible ameliorating effect, the Thai delcegation

does not believe the United Nations to be a reformatory school,

'82. In the ultimate analysis of this question of the represen%ation of
‘Chiﬁa,van attempt ‘wust be ééde to surmisc what the behaviour of the Peo=
ple's Republic of Ching .wculd be if it were to be admittea into the
functibning of our Organization. As‘I have already stated early on in
this statement how uniformity cculd be drawn from the perfect behaviéuT‘
of the Republic of China in the United Nations and in its other gpﬂefes
- of diplomatic ‘azctivities a similar'uniformity coculd be expected from the
?eking régine, One immediately calls to mind the depredations committed
by the followers of ‘the so-called U“Great Cultural Revolution' against
the personnel ¢f the varicus foréign Embassies, 2s well as the unruly
behaviour of the ccoruunist Chinese representati%es abroad in total ais-
respect for the dignity and sovereignty of the foreign nations. These
sceﬁes\have been1VQrio&sl' described by the world press‘and’their comic
opera nature neced net be elaberated upon here. Let me quote the con=
ciusions drawn in this direction by two Soviet prcfessors of law in-an_
Izvestia article cn 13 Septembér 19673 in one place they described fhe
actions as follows: - | |

rities, in 1967 clone gross violotions of diplomatic privileges and im=

83. The article went onto crnclude that:
"The Chinese authorities’ position is an outright violation of

common with international law.’

8L, The.foregsing shows the care which the delegation of Thailand has
taken in considering the questicon at issuce in all its various faceté

and in drawing ceftain obvious ¢onclusions from all those donsiderafions.
Taken\togethcr, those ‘conclusions go to form our final decision that the
case in favour of advitting the Peoplet's Republic of China to any sort

of membership of the United Netions is still»far from adequate. Further-
mnore, ifs admission at the expegse of the Republic of China wculd add
injustice or even immorality to inadequacy. We therefore have no hesie
tetion in rejecting draft resolution A/B.531; and, for the same reasons,
we.cannot see ony grouund for estoblishing 2 United Nations study commite-
tee on this guestion, as prbposed by the delegation of Italy and others
(8/L.533). Neither caon we sce that, if established, such a committee
couid serve any really USeful and practical purpose. In coming to & de-
cisiﬁn»on both cases, however, we deem it fit that the "important ques=
tion“ rule should ve applied and we sincerely recommend draft resslution
A/L.,5%2 and Add.T1 for priority and adoption by the General Assembly.
Before I end wmy statement on the subject under discussion I should like
to say a few words on o diffcerent matter. My delegation cannot help

but express its disappointment once agoin at the tedious attenpt of the

representative of Cambodia to make a. further slandercus statement agalnst
