4. The offence shall be treated, for the purpose of
extradition between Contracting States, as if 1t had been committed
not only in the place in which it oecurred but also in the
territories jof “the States required to establish their jurisdiction

ARTICLE 9

1. When any of the acts mentioned in Article 1 (a) has
occurred or is about to occur, Contracting States shall take all

appropriate measures to restore control of the aireraft to its
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lawful commander or to preserve his control of the aircraft.

2. In the cases contemplated by the preceding paragraph,
any Contracting State in which the aircraft or its passengers or
crew are present shall facilitate the continuation of the journey

1. Contracting States shall afford ome another the greatest
measure of assistange in connection with criminal proceedings
brought in respeect of the offence and other acts mentioned in
Article 4.

2. The provisions: of paragraph 1 of this Article shall
not affect obligations uader any other Ercaty, bilateral or
multilateral, which governs. or will govern, in whole or in part,

mutual assistance in criminal matters.

If within six months
from the date of the request for arbitration the Parties are unable
to agree on the organization of the arbitration, any one of those
Parties may refer the dispute~to-the International Court of Justice
by request in comformity with the Statute of the Court.

2., Each State may.at the time of signature or ratification
of ;his Convention or accession thereto, declare that it does not
consider itself bound by the-preceding paragraph.

2. This Convention shall be subject to ratification by
the signatory States. Instruments of wratifieation and instruments
of accession shall be .deposited with the Governments of the Union
of Soviet SocialistRebublics, the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland, and the United States of America, which are
hereby designated the Depositary Governments.
