concept of the world in orthodox Indian philosophy can be divided

into three groups, The first group congisting of Nyiya,Vais’é'gi]m
and Mimfmsa explains the world in tem of pluralistic realism.
The second group, Vias, Sankhya and Yoga, holds to the view of
realistic dualism, «The third, i.e. Vedanta, is divided into two
wings, namely, the Advaita and the Visistadvaita, While the
Advaita Vedantals view is theistic monism, the Visistadvaita
Vedanta advocates the wiew of pantheistic realism, Although each
system has some different points of view, all of them excepting
Mimamsa believe that the wordd is o.ccasionally created and
destroyed, that the world is cbjectively real even though it is
not absolutely real to some Systems, and that the existence of

the external world is sensibly provable,
The suggestion for further research may be given here in

some aspects, e.g.; to study the bondage and liberation in
orthodox-Indian philosophy. in order £0 investigate the relationship
