' The purposé of this study was to compare the‘three foliowing
homeroom teacher training methods : (1) réading a training manual 3§
(2) reading a training manual and listening to a lecture j (3) reading
" a training manual, ;istening to a lectﬁre and practicing iﬂ fhe
classroom on_ improving/studentibehavior. IThé) three methoés were
compared in grder to"find out whether 'they 'would enablé homeroom
teachers to acquire knowledge on.behavior modification, tofidevelop
attitudes on behavior change, and whether they would show a greater
use of behavior mddification or not, and how thex differ. The sfpdy
was also concerned with finding out whether homeroom teachers could

establish and maintain better student discipline in the classroom



‘or not, and how these three different methods differ in achiving

these goalse

The subjecté includéd 40 third primary grade homeroom
teachers in the Bangkok Metropolis under the ;uthority of the
Office of-tﬁe National Primary Education Commission; there were a
tofal of 1367 students 1n the classrooms for which the teachers of
the sample gréup were responsiblé. \

The research followed a pretest—posttest—control group
design of 4 groups of 10 teachers-each, selected by multi-stage
samplings 3 groups! trained acgording to the three different methods
and éﬁé control group. Data were collected through test and through
direct observation in threé phases: at the baseline, Auring the
development and maintenance of behavior andvdqring follow=uUpe
Thé data were analysed through repeated analysis of\yariance and
the Newman-Kuels teste.

Research findings showed that :

1o The group of homeroom teachers who did not receive
training had lessvknowledge on behavior modification, were more B
negative on behavior chaﬁge'and uged (behavior modification less
than»ali groups of teachers who were trained through the various
ways, significant at the ,61 levelo

26 Thére was no défference in knowledgé on behavior,
mbdification in differentvtreatments but these groups made use

" 3, All the groupé of homeroom teachers trained in the various
ways had greater knowledge ofibehavio; modification, better attitudes
towards behavior change and greaterluse of behavior modification
durihg the development_and maintenance phaée, and durihg the follow-

'4, Students behavion which lacked diseipline happened more
often in the classrodms of homercom teachers who did not receive
training.than in the #lassroom of all the groups who were trained
through the various methods, significant at the .01 level,

5. Studentsibehavier wiich lacked discipline in the
classrooms ;f the homeroom teaéheré who' were tréined according the
various treatments did ﬁot show any significant differencee.

6. There was less ‘behavior lacking. discipline among the
students in the classrooms. of the'homéroom teachers who were trained
thfouéh the variods treatments during the development and maintenance

phase than at the baseline level and thi’s remained so during the

follow-up phase,'sighificant at the .01 levelo
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
