This reseafch was designed to investigate the roles of
secondary school evaluator teachers. The samples consisted of 795
Bangkok secondary school pérsoncls: 464 teachers, 191 school
administrators and 140 evaluator teacherss A questionaire was
employed to sexrvey the expected roleé. It consisted’ of 70 hypothe-~
tical questions!|concerning with the roles of evaludtor teachers.

The percentages of personels~agreed with each role of evaluator
teachers wexre shown.-The chi-~square test of homogeneity of proportions
was also emplaoyed jto test'the significant pdifferencenbetween the

The further investigation of the differences in proportion
of persons whe agreed with,each role, it .appeans.that. the group of
teachers and administrators who agreedior expected the évaluator
teacher to perform the majority ©f the jobs jhave more proportion
than evalunator teachers themselves, But when the persons lare
categorised as the size of the school, it is found that the groups of
personel in large, medium and small schools who expected the evaluator
teachers to.perform the majority of the jobs have no significant

difference in proportion
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
